REVIEW PRIOR STUDIES

We understand and have reviewed the prior
studies leading up to this project completed

It is important
to collectively discuss the findings and
recommendations identified in these studies

to fully understand the current condition of the
Monroe County Justice System and Jail. These
studies have shaped the decisions to this point.

SITE REVIEW & MASTERPLANNING

DLZ conducted a site study at the proposed
approximate 87-acre West Fullerton Pike site
for the new Monroe County Justice Complex
project. DLZ has walked the site multiple
times and are fully aware of the opportunities
and challenges of the proposed site. DLZ will
maximize the proposed site opportunities
and address the site challenges during

the Masterplanning. DLZ understands the

proposed site for the Monroe County Justice
Complex should address the Sheriff’s Office
& Jail and Courts - for initial use, and the
possibility of other future justice components
such as Probation, Community Corrections,
Clerk of the Courts, Prosecutor and Public
Defender. We understand the Masterplanning
process will include a robust public process.
Serving as a 1-69 corridor “gateway” to
Bloomington, it is important the project is
aesthetically attractive and inviting.

DEVELOP A BUILDING PROGRAM

A building program will be developed that
reflects the specific and unique goals and
objectives of your Monroe County Justice
Complex project. There are many ways to
approach a design. With our vast justice

and correctional experience, we have

seen various approaches to design and
operations of a facility. We will share our
recommendations as we develop the building
program together.

Understanding classification, separating
prey from predator, PREA, addictions,
mental health issues, movement of
inmates, efficiency of operations (knowing
that staffing is your biggest cost over the

life of the facility), and types of housing
approaches is critical to designing a facility.

DETERMINE PROJECT BUDGETS - HARD
CONSTRUCTION AND SOFT COSTS

Prior to starting design, it is critical to determine
the project budgets. Hard construction costs

— bid day number — and soft costs need to be
understood and identified upfront so everyone
understands what is part of the project and
what is notincluded. Over the years we have
developed general category budgets for
various components of a jail project. These
general budgets will help to establish initial
rough estimates. Budgets will be updated and
consistently evaluated as the design progresses.

SCHEMATIC DESIGN

The Schematic Design Phase is when we
start developing an overall vision for the
design through the process of stakeholder
charrettes — a fancy word for brainstorming
ideas addressing both needs and wants in a
facility design. The charrettes are a vibrant
work session where we will collectively roll
up our sleeves and get down to the business
of developing flow patterns through the
facility, addressing spatial adjacencies,
analyzing housing configurations and
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number of beds per area, etc. Itis an
exciting time in the design process as it
collects the thoughts of many in a short
period of time into a working design.

Our Team will also start to develop massing
and blocking models to better visualize
how the building will be formed on the site.
Overall project costs will be reviewed to
make sure the project is staying on budget.

We anticipate bi-weekly meetings with
the stakeholders for the duration of the
Schematic Design phase.

DLZ will make a formal presentation of the
completed Schematic Design Phase to the
Monroe County Commissioners for formal
approval — before commencing the Design
Development Phase.

DESIGN DEVELOPMENT

The Design Development Phase is a

progression of the Schematic Design Phase.

We will begin to incorporate the structural,
mechanical, plumbing, fire protection,
electrical, security, and technology building
systems into the design. We will do a Life
Cycle Cost comparison of various building
systems to analyze which system is the
best solution for Monroe County. These
comparisons will be presented and
discussed with the stakeholders.

We will begin to develop the project
specifications which describes the bidding
and contract requirements as well as the
specific materials and equipment. Overall
project costs will be reviewed to make sure
the project is staying on budget.

We anticipate bi-weekly meetings with the
stakeholders for the duration of the Design
Development phase.

DLZ will make a formal presentation of the
completed Design Development Phase

to the Monroe County Commissioners for
formal approval — before commencing the
Construction Document Phase.

EDLZ

Commonly referred to as the “Blueprints”, the
Construction Documents Phase is when we
develop the final drawings and specifications
for bidding and constructing the project. We
finalize the design and develop the specific
details of how to construct the facility. The
final set of Construction Documents will

be hundreds of sheets of drawings and
specifications for a project of this magnitude.

During this phase, we also perform a
comprehensive Quality Review of the
documents. We have established a

Quality Manager for the project and their
responsibility is to make sure each discipline
reviews not just their own documents, but the
complete set of drawings and specifications.
In fact, we will have a sit-down meeting with
the complete Design Team that typically
spans a few days to review sheet by sheet
all the drawings and page by page of all the
specification sections. The Monroe County
stakeholders are welcome to attend this
Quality Review session.

Afinal project cost estimate will be developed
prior to releasing for the bidding phase.

We anticipate bi-weekly meetings with
the stakeholders for the duration of the
Construction Documents phase.

DLZ will make a formal presentation of the
completed Construction Document Phase
to the Monroe County Commissioners for

formal approval — before commencing the
Bidding Phase.

BIDDING & AWARD

The DLZ Team will assist in the bidding phase
by responding to contractor questions,
attending a pre bid meeting, participating

in the bid opening, reviewing the bids
submitted, and helping to prepare the Owner/
Contractor standard form of Agreements.

CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION

DLZ will participate in bi-weekly on-site
construction progress meetings and attend
Commissioner meetings monthly to provide
an update on the status of the project.

Once the project is more defined and a
bidding and construction procurement
method is determined, additional detail will
be provided with respect to our specific
services we propose for the Construction
Administration phase.

PROJECT CLOSEQUT

The Project Closeout phase is a critical
phase. DLZ will work with Monroe County
to ensure the project is completed per the
requirements of the bid documents. We will
also review as built drawings to make sure
they reflect any adjustments or modifications
during construction of the project. Operation
and Maintenance Manuals will be reviewed
to verify if the required documentation of
materials, procedures, cleaning, warranties,
etc. are included. The as built drawings and
Operation and Maintenance Manuals will be
transmitted to Monroe County.

We anticipate up to five full days for equipment
training procedures. The contractors will be
required to electronically video record all
training sessions. The video recordings will be
transmitted to Monroe County.

TRANSITION, POLICIES, & PROCEDURES

This can be a difference maker in the
success of a project. Itis recommended that
Monroe County identify specific individuals
responsible for the development of the
transition, policies, and procedures of the
new facility. When moving both inmates and
staff into a new facility, careful and effective
planning must be well thought out and
practiced before actually implementing. DLZ
has participated in this phase many times
and we will provide recommendations and
assistance upon request. It is recommended
that these specific individuals be involved
from the very beginning of the project.

Design Practices

DESIGN TECHNOLOGY

Building Information Modeling (BIM)

DLZ will utilize BIM software (Revit) with clash detection (Navisworks).
A cloud-based server dedicated specifically to your project will
contain information for all the components of the building. Revit

has the advantage of allowing multiple designers and technical

staff to access the same file at the same time. This is critical when
coordinating between different disciplines, as it allows architects and
engineers to see changes made real-time. By reducing time required
for coordination, the design process is quicker and more efficient. In
addition, collision detection between components helps reduce change
orders and construction time.

The Design Team will prepare a BIM Project Execution Plan (PxP). The
PxP will serve as the basis for BIM standards throughout the life of the
project and set the quality standards for the electronic media.

A dedicated BIM Model Manager will be assigned to your project.
Their primary functions will consist of review and enforcement of the
standards in the PxP. With properly applied standards, the BIM model
can be used with Navisworks for clash detection which will greatly
improve the above ceiling and in-wall building MEP coordination. In
addition, third party software is routinely applied to the BIM model to
study energy, operations, response times and many other applications.

The benefit is that much of this information is now real-time between
input and feedback. In addition to such tool as Revit and Navisworks, the
Design Team shall utilize software such as Newforma as an electronic
data management program, providing comprehensive electronic
coordination and distribution capabilities and resources.

Virtual Reality

Our innovative use of technology will be a great asset to the Monroe
County Justice Complex project. We utilize the Revit model in Virtual
Reality to “walk through” the proposed facility. This not only gives
Monroe County the opportunity to experience the building prior to
spending any money on construction, but also gives the Design Team
the opportunity to identify any final design coordination items, including
identifying conflicts.

Additionally, by utilizing BIM software, we manage and coordinate
our design efforts more efficiently with all disciplines to provide more
accurate construction cost analysis. We can also share these designs
and models efficiently with vendors that are leaders in the industry.
Their feedback can be critical in understanding production schedules
and cost implications of the design.

VENDORS IN THE INDUSTRY

We collaborate with industry leaders to provide high quality and cost-
effective solutions and options.

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Project Experience

MONROE COUNTY JUSTICE COMPLEX SITE STUDY

DLZ was retained by the Monroe County Board of Commissioners to prepare a Site Study of an
approximate 87-acre site located at the northeast corner of the intersection of SR 37/I-69 and
West Fullerton Pike, Bloomington Indiana. The goal was to identify potential site restrictions and

potential site needs for the proposed development of this site for Monroe County Justice Complex.

As part of the Site Study, DLZ evaluated the existing utility services and utility availability, zoning
and local ordinances, existing site grades, potential stormwater requirements, and performed

a desktop limited regulatory and historical use screening. In addition, DLZ reviewed previously
completed investigation at the site that were provided by the County, which consisted of a Phase
| Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) Report, Phase Il ESA Report, geotechnical report, and
wetland delineation report.

As part of the Site Study, DLZ identified Conservancy and Karst Easements had been filed at

the Site and granted to the City of Bloomington. These easement were put in place to protect
natural areas including wooded areas, sloped areas, drainage ways, and karst features. Based
on a review of these easements, DLZ developed a preliminary site plan using existing LiDAR to
depict the layout of the easement areas. To further evaluate suitable areas for development,
DLZ reviewed the City of Bloomington Site Development Standards in the City Municipal Code
(Chapter 20.04) for the site and building design setbacks, site restrictions pertaining to steep
slopes and wooded areas, karst features, and storm water management requirements. Utilizing
this information, DLZ updated the preliminary site plan to identify areas that were suitable for
development.

Based on an evaluation of the suitable areas for development, the existing and surrounding site
topography, and the existing karst features at the site and on the adjoining quarry property to
the east, DLZ and the County met with representatives from the City of Bloomington to discuss
potential stormwater management practices, and the restrictions associated with stormwater
run-off into the karst features. In addition, DLZ coordinated with INDOT to evaluate potentially
directing stormwater run-off from the site to the existing SR 37 /1-69 right-of-way.

DLZ met with representatives from the County to discuss the preliminary site plan, suitable areas

for development, potential site restrictions, and the need to perform additional site investigations
to evaluate the nature of the karst features identified at the Site.

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The Franklin County Ohio Board of Commissioners had a vision to create a model facility for
today’s detention needs. The DLZ Team combined a strong staff of talented leadership and
experienced designers who are at the forefront of their respective discipline to successfully fulfill
the Owner’s vision. The DLZ Team united our passions to re-imagine detention rehabilitation and
mental health, while developing an environmentally friendly sustainable and energy efficient state-
of-the-art facility.

The Commissioners envisioned this new jail facility as being an opportunity to approach
corrections differently — re-imagined to provide true and lasting benefit and value to the
community by developing a building program that responds to detention rehabilitation, mental
health, behavioral management and being an environmentally friendly/energy efficient facility. The
facility design responds to that building program by including spaces such as direct supervision
housing pods, gender responsive female housing, ample program classrooms, indoor/outdoor
recreation, de-escalation rooms, etc. and a Rapid Resource Center (RRC) to provide continuum
of care goods and services to inmates upon and after being released. An emphasis was placed
on incorporating ample natural light, views and use of textures and color to create a normalized
environment. A state-of-the-art Communications and Operations Center (Master Control) includes
six (6) fully ergonomic consoles, tiered raised access flooring system, electronically controlled
shades at clerestory windows, and a video wall that extends vertically approximately 48” above
the floor to the ceiling and horizontally wall to wall.

The Scope of Work for the Franklin County Corrections Center included the development of a new
correction facility located at 2551 Fisher Road, Columbus, Ohio 43204. The Jail replaces Franklin
County Jail I, which is located at 370 South Front Street, Columbus, Ohio. With a Hard Construction
Cost budget totaling approximately $300 million, 1,282 total rated beds in direct supervision
detention are provided in Phase I and II. The facility is designed to be expandable to 2,800 rated
beds, upon consolidation of all Franklin County Jail operations. The Owner provided draft Program
of Requirements notes a total build-out of approximately 900,000 GSF.

The Elkhart County Board of Commissioners selected DLZ services to complete the architectural
programming and prepare the Masterplan for a new 2,800 rated bed criminal justice complex located on
80-acre site two miles south of Elkhart, Indiana. The criminal justice facility assessment study identified an
initial need for 1,000 adult inmate beds. The correctional philosophy behind the design focuses on inmate
programs aimed at the reduction of recidivism. The full build-out is intended to aid other county agencies and
the Indiana Department of Correction with additional beds.

The site has been master-planned to accommodate an additional expansion, including a 768-bed Minimum-
Medium Custody Adult Unit, two 168-bed Maximum Custody Adult Units that will provide 336 maximum
custody beds and two 24-bed juvenile detention housing units. If all the planned build-out occurs per the
masterplan, the complex will provide 2,680 adult beds and 120 juvenile beds, and all required support
services.

DLZ provided all professional planning services for the masterplan and all design services for the multiple

buildings — core services building, minimum/medium housing units, maximum housing units, central utility
plant, juvenile detention housing, law enforcement administration, and warehouse.

The Jefferson County Board of Commissioners selected DLZ to perform a Site and Program
Validation Study for an approximate 50-acre site to accommodate a new 300 inmate rated bed
Sheriff’s Office & Criminal Justice Center. DLZ also performed a Masterplan to accommodate a future
housing pod addition, maintenance outbuilding and a courts facility on the same proposed site.

The Board of Commissioners then selected DLZ to implement a design to include an approximate
84,656 GSF facility consisting of new general inmate population housing with 300 rated inmate
beds in a two-story volume (one operational level) around a central elevated control room. General
population inmate housing consists of all two-man modular steel cells. Two inmate worker pods
consist of open dormitory housing. The project also includes a two-bay drive-thru vehicle sallyport,
intake booking — with 6-hour temporary juvenile holding, medical/mental health holding, program
classrooms, laundry, and kitchen. Multiple indoor/outdoor recreation areas are provided and
positioned to permit direct access from two inmate housing dayrooms. This eliminates the need for
correctional staff to escort inmates.

The administration area includes offices, conference rooms, and associated support spaces for
the Sheriff’s Office, Jail and Detectives. A squad room, armory, evidence processing/storage, and
training room are also included. The Training Room is sized to accommodate approximately 75
occupants.
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Over the past 12 years, Morgan County Board of Commissioners and DLZ have redefined Morgan
County government buildings more than in their 200 years as a county.

County Commissioner Bryan Collier noted “After a strategic masterplan with DLZ, the Morgan County
Commissioners unanimously selected DLZ to design the largest project in Morgan County’s history —
the new Justice Center. DLZ has helped to guide Morgan County on creating not just a new building
which is going to house our judicial system, but a complete campus with a new atmosphere of growth
and progress.” Commissioner Collier said “DLZ’s Team has been very patient and giving as leaders
within the county have made suggestions and demands only to then change minds forcing a change in
suggestions and demands. Finally, after many meetings, DLZ has guided Morgan County on a design
plan that we personally believe residents can be proud of for many generations to come.”

Commissioner Collier added “Morgan County’s Justice Center has already helped leaders, including
publicly elected, school, and business owners to visualize the need to properly plan for our growth.
It is a very exciting time in the history of the expansion of Morgan County. It has been a pleasure
working with the team at DLZ.”

With all design services provided by DLZ staff, the $72M project includes:
» New 72,000 square foot state-of-the art Justice Center with six courts, county clerk and court services

» New Bicentennial Plaza to connect the new Justice Center to the historic downtown square

» Renovation and restoration of the ca. 1859 historic Courthouse for county administrative offices
» Renovation of the ca. 1996 Administration Building for prosecutor, Title IV-D, and Assembly meeting
» New 204 vehicle parking lot

DLZ also provided all the design services for a major addition to the Morgan County Sheriff’s

Office and Jail. The jail expansion includes 200 rated beds, all designed to meet the Indiana

Jail Standards. Initially, 100 of the beds will be used for a Work Release program. A new vehicle
sallyport, intake booking area with 12 holding cells, and support spaces were included. Also, two
new classrooms were provided for programming purposes of inmates and were designed with
toilets, sinks, and showers so that these classroom spaces can serve as over-flow beds in the event
of overcrowding years down the road. DLZ also upgraded the master control, non-contact visitation
area, and repurposed the former intake booking area into a medical housing area.
